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(3) the student declaration of choosing pass-fail in a specific course no later than six weeks after the 
beginning of the semester, and (4) the exclusion of courses that count as part of a student’s Liberal 
Studies requirements and/or major and minor program requirements. All other elements of the existing 
Pass-Fail Policy remain in effect. 
 
Specifics of this temporary policy modification are as follows: 
a. Courses will not automatically be moved to a pass-fail grading. This is something that students must 

individually decide to request. 
b. Specifics on the mechanism as to how students submit pass-fail requests will be posted on the 

Registrar’s website and widely communicated to students, faculty and staff.  O/72,9/!
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Knowing that this is a tenuous time and wanting to support students remaining as students and 
continuing toward degree progress, we strongly urge passing of this policy.  
Again, there is NO PERFECT policy in this extraordinary time. We URGE the passing of this temporary
